 Oil shale deposit near Alpha Qld. 
The Alpha deposit is located 62km 

southeast of the nearest township, Alpha, 

a small rural community in central Queen-

sland approximately 750 air km from 

Brisbane and approximately 500km west 

of the regional centre, Rockhampton, by 

road. The nearest provincial towns are 

Emerald, 160 km east of Alpha and Lon-

greach 240km west of Alpha. 

Alpha township is serviced by a major rail 

line which links the town of Emerald, 

Rockhampton and Gladstone. To the 

northeast, the Blair Athol coalmine is only 

170km away and further to the north are 

located the important coalmines of the 

Bowen Basin which is one of Australia's 

two major bitumous coal producing re-

gions. 

The centre of the Alpha deposit is located 

within one kilometre of a gravel all 

weather road that links the surrounding 

pastoral area with Alpha township. The 

Alpha deposit is situated in lightly 

wooded country and two small ephemeral 

streams cross the deposit as does the 

North Coast rail line. 

The Alpha torbanite deposit lies within the 

axis of the Glen Avon Syncline, a south-

west plunging structure located on the 

eastern flank of the Permian Galilee Ba-

sin. The Glen Avon Syncline separates the 

Voltiguer Anticline from the Avonmore 

Anticline. The deposit is part of the Per-

mian Colinlea Sandstone that contains 

150m of cross-bedded sandstone with mi-

nor conglomerate, siltstone, and mud-

stone. The sequence has a gentle dip of 2 

degrees to 5 degrees. 

The oil shale resource comprises an upper 

coal seam and a lower seam which con-

tains a torbanite lens enclosed in coal. The 

interval above the upper seams consists 

primarily of cross-bedded and rippled 

quartzose to lithic sandstone and conglom-

erate with minor siltstone and claystone. 

At the only torbanite outcrop in the de-

posit, in Tommy Stains Gully, the torban-

ite-coal interval is overlain by 1.1m of 

siltstone and fine-grained sandstone, 

which in turn is overlain by channel de-

posits comprising a basal conglomerate 

grading upwards into cross-bedded sand-

stone. Above this is a thin siltstone and 

claystone bed that is overlain by a four 

metre massive sandstone. The interval 

between the two seams is dominantly 

quartzose to lithic sandstone with minor 

conglomerate, siltstone, and claystone. 

Maximum thickness of the inter-seam in-

terval is 17 m. The seams dip to the west 

at less than 5 degrees. 

Interpretation from the drill hole data sug-

gests that the area is divided into three 

structural blocks by two faults. Histori-

cally, resource calculations have used the 

three blocks to separate the total resources 

into three resource blocks. The upper 

seam has been intersected in all three 

blocks but sub-crop of the torbanite lens is 

restricted to the central block. The central 

block is believed to have been down-

thrown compared to the blocks that lie to 

the north and south of the central block. 

The lower seam is found in the three 

blocks. 

The upper seam is composed entirely of 

cannel coal oil shale that has yielded, as 

measured by modified Fischer assay tech-

niques, up to 150 LTOM. The lower seam 

comprises a cannel coal oil shale seam 

that encloses the torbanite oil shale lens. 

Torbanite is a rich shale, composed mostly 

of algal components. 

Resource estimates for the Alpha Deposit 

were based on a series of drilling pro-

grammes. The upper seam, containing 

coal only, was intersected in 33 drill holes. 

Modified Fischer assays were obtained 

from 44 ply samples (from 18 holes) with 

values ranging from 30 to 254 LTOM. 

The seam thickness varies from 0.27 to 

1.55m averaging 1.12m. The lower seam 

was intersected by 41 holes with the 

torbanite found in 28 holes from which 

145 ply samples gave modified Fischer 

assay values of between 200 and 650 

LTOM. The lower seam (combined 

Torbanite and cannel coal) ranges in 

thickness from 0.2 to 3.29m with an aver-

age of 1.9m. The torbanite sub-crop area 

is at least 3.8km2.

The question is, should Barcaldine Regional Coun-
cil policy promote economic development or one off 
events. 

The BRC takes in the former three shires of 
Aramac, Barcaldine, and Jericho. And it covers an 
area of 53,677 sq km with an estimated population 
of 3,503. 

Firstly, the case for the shire to promote economic 
development with its council policies. By doing this 
it represents a sustainable increase in living stan-
dards that delivers increased income, better educa-
tion and health as well as environmental protection.  

Also, economic development actions deliver bene-
fits for the local community can be undertaken by 
dedicated organisations, specific individuals or the 
wider community; the BRC.  The role of those re-
sponsible for economic development is to seek out 
new economic opportunities whilst retaining their 
existing business wealth. 

The BRC community development Officer, and in 
small shires, that person would look after economic 
development, I believed that person has only visited 
Alpha once, since March 2008, socially. 

Also, I believe that personôs roll would embrace 
communications. And in a rural and remote commu-
nity like the BRC, the only communications avail-
able, because of distance is the Internet.  

On that BRC Internet site the latest news was 
posted March 17, 2008. And said: First day of opera-
tion for new Barcaldine Regional Council following 
the council elections on March 15... 

Also, on that site the latest event for Alpha was  
Saturday December, 6 2008, and said: Alpha Christ-
mas Tree to be held at the Alpha Town Hall. And for 
Muttaburra the last event  was in November 2008. If 
you read page 10  that town has an event this month.  

There were no businesses on the BRC Internet site. 
But that site had a heading; óBusiness in the Regionô 
and goes on to say; currently there is no content in 
this section of our site, please come back soon to 
view business information for our region, that was 
published around March 17, 2008 

Secondly, economic development does not look 
like a priority for the BRC, but looks like the coun-
cilôs policy is aimed towards promoting one off 
events; and that was highlighted with an advertised 
published in the Courier Mail on June 27, 2009 for a 
tender to develop the BRC sport and recreation plan. 

The question who is the plan for, if a councillor 
went down the main street of Alpha on a Saturday 
afternoon he of she would have trouble getting a 
partner to play marbles with, and Alpha is four times 
bigger than Muttaburra. I believe the council is also 
advertising for an events officer, I believed that was 
part of the job description for three executive offi-
cers. Ha, ha. 

There was a population loss of the old Jericho 
Shire between the two last census periods showing 
20 locals leave that area every year. 

In recent months the art gallery committee in Al-
pha was unable to form a committee, and the golf 
club asked for assistance; along with the Information 
centre their meeting are run with the executive and 
one other.  

There is a case for policy for economic and com-
munity development; a working web page, and let 
the community look after events.  

A letter was received from Mr 

Terry Brennan and Ms Robyn 

Adams of ñStratford Stationò  

seeking removal from the Ba-

caldine Regional Council and 

inclusion in Blackall/Tambo 

Regional Councilôs area.

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Luke Roberts, artist will always call Alpha home 

Born in Alpha in 1952, Luke Rob-

erts won fame Australia wide as an 

artist; his painting hang in galleries 

across Australia, he is based in Bris-

bane. 

In 1995 his painting of Mary MacK-

illop came second out of 1200 paint-

ing; this was for a book published 

about her to be given to Pope John 

Paul when he came to Australia in 

1995.  

Roberts said Mary MacKillopôs por-

trait dominated my classroom. The 

nuns often  related stories of her life; 

that gave me a fertile grounding for 

my childish imagination.  

But the story doesnôt end there; a 

chance remark by my father, sparked 

an almost mythological character rid-

ing a horse that I had seen in the 

movies; I discovered later Mary was 

an excellent horsewomen, a quality 

she needed. 

Naturally the painting of MacKillop 

depicted my vision and the school of 

my childhood. Mary MacKillopôs 

attributes and enterprising nature. 

Luke Roberts, artist said:  óTwo en-

counters changed my adult view of 

Alpha. When I saw the work of Har-

riet Jane Neville-Rolf (1850-1928) at 

the Queensland Art Gallery and an 

18th century boomerang from Alpha 

in the Museum of South Australia.ô 

Both sightings profoundly affected 

me. Somehow I felt more complete. 

My own paintings have grown out 

of long standing connections between 

painting and lens. Projection allows a, 

cabinet of curiosities, a glass casing 

for me to work within; reclaim and I 

represented the work of Nevilleï 

Rolf; with Alpha Painting (Breakfast 

at Alpha/Yellow) 2003. A 120 x 180 

acrylic  on canvas.

Roberts completed his art studies, that 

included studying at Julian Ashton, Syd-

ney in 1971 than Queensland College of 

Art, Brisbane 1972/4. 

In 1984 his resume shows he was at 

Atelier Dalmas, Paris, and his list of 

achievements covers many entries. 

Roberts achieved a Master of Fine 

Arts degree in 2001 at the Queensland 

University of Technology; he was an 

Australian representative at the Biennale 

of Sydney and his resume showed he 

lived and worked in Europe from 1984 

to 1997.  

The catalogue at one of his exhibitions 

at the Philip Bacon Galleries,  Brisbane 

titled: Luke RobertsðAlpha Paintings 

(Frontiers) in 2006 showed, he mostly 

used oil over acrylic on linen and oil 

over acrylic on canvas paintings with 

some Cast aluminium art work ranging 

from 26 cm high to 52 cm high  the 

price range was between $15,000 to 

around $6,000.Mr Roberts donated a 

painting to the Jane Neville-Rolfe Gal-

lery when he visited Alpha last month.

Alpha Creek, a worry for 

local residents in Alpha  

On page 3 Mr R Roberts requested the 

Barcaldine Regional Council to instigate 

an investigation into the removal of trees 

from the Alpha Creek to prevent further 

flooding of Alpha. 

A resolution was moved and carried 

that the BRC advise Mr Roberts that the 

Alpha Town Flood Mitigation Study 

completed by Connell Wagner Pty Ltd 

states that any proposed channel mainte-

nance would have an insignificant im-

pact on flow patterns, peak water levels 

or flood extent for major floods such as 

the 1990 Flood. 

Comment: The elected representatives 

never told Mr Roberts why there would 

be no impact on the flow pattern, and 

left it at that. 

Many years ago on television there 

was a professor Miller and he answered 

questions and gave a logical answers.  

One answer was the resistance offered 

by the surface area. He demonstrated by 

using a pencil. If you push the sharp end 

into your hand it penetrates a little, but if 

you push the non sharp end into your 

hand, there is a resistance of the surface 

area to the pressure applied.  

Like the Alpha Creek I have been told 

by locals there were no trees growing in 

the creek years ago. And I have also 

been told there is  water running into the 

creek (a small creek) just below the town 

of Alpha. 

The trees in the creek would cause a 

resistance, slowing the water down; so if 

the water that runs into the Alpha Creek 

below Alpha had a strong  enough cur-

rent that would cause a back-up of water 

and flood Alphaðit would slow Alpha 

Creeks flow. The resistance from  the 

trees would  slowed the water down 

from the faster  running creek that runs 

into Alpha Creek, below Alpha. 

I wouldnôt listen to a consultant unless 

they were able to supply a true answerð

than I could be wrong. 

The elected representatives individu-

ally, and others can have space to an-

swer that question in 250 words. 

Police station empty  

There was a story in the Courier mail 

about  Muttaburra police station on  July 

7, 2009, with a heading Police Station 

empty. The story goes on to say Mutta-

burra has not had a police presence since  

January. 

The problem at Muttaburra lies in the 

2006 census, the town and surrounding 

area has only has a population of 106.  

Every year I spend a few weeks  at 

Macleay Island just of the coast of Bris-

bane. Three thousand people live there 

and has had only  a police presence 

(police station) for the last year and a 

half. Its all to do with population. 

When the population drops  services to 

a community drop. That is why councils 

in Queensland have economic develop-

ment officers and  business development 

officers,  they have had them for years.
